TYPES OF SKIN CANCER
BASAL CELL CARCINOMA

Also known as a rodent ulcer, this is the most commen skin cancer in fair-skinned CAUCASOIDS. Basal
cell carginoma may orginate from hair follicles and forms as a pearly coloured, hard-edgad, fraquently dim-
pled, lump, useally on the face, head or neck, The lump then breaks down into an ulcerous crater thal bleeds,
Although basal cell carcinomas often cause considerable local tissue damage, this type of skin cancer gene-
rally spreads anly to surrcunding tissues. Conseguently, secondary cancers usually do not form elsewhara
in the body and basal cell carcinomas are therefore regarded as almost complately harmiass, provided they
are treated.

SQUAMOUS CELL CARCINOMA

This skin cancer usually affects women over 60, and originates in the EFIDERMIS. Crusted and
wart-like, it appears on exposed araas of the skin, such as the hands, face, nack or ears. Sacondary tumours
raraly form if it is treated sarly.

MALIGNANT MELANOMA

Althaugh the incidence is increasing annually, malignant melanomas are nol very common, They are
tumours composed of cancerous MELANOCY TES (skin pigment calls). & melanoma can occur at any age.
It it is ramowved early, whean it is thin, secondary cancer is unlikely to devalop.

Diagnosing Skin Cancer
Because skin cancers are easy to see, doctors can often diagnose them immediately.

Treatment is by surgical excision under local anagsthetic. Malignant melanoma is the most dangerous
skin cancer, and may be fatal If madical altention is delayed.
